OCCURRING IN
TRADITIONS OF THE COVENANTERS.

Tar following names are chiefly from the sister dialects of the British and
Scoto-Irish speech. Some of these names, perhaps, may not: NOW appear so
significant as when first employed eighteen or twenty centuries ago, because
the face of the country has since that period undergone a varle_ty (Tf c}‘mngea.
It may also be remarked, that in some insta.nc‘es a whole .d:s!;r::ct is now
called by a name which, in remote times, was given to an mc'hv‘ldual spot
within a wide locality ; and therefore in st_lch cases the propnet:y of the
general appellation may not be so plainly dzsc‘em1b1e. In every. instance,
however, the name was strikingly appropriate and descriptive when
originally imposed by the Celtic people.
